12a. We had two guests from McMaster University who provided the following descriptions of themselves and what they are doing for inclusion in the minutes:
My name is Jeanette Eby. I am currently enrolled in a Masters program in Human Geography at McMaster University, and I live in downtown Hamilton.

For my Master’s research, I am exploring single women’s sense of place in their neighbourhood as well as the meaning that local common spaces (such as libraries, cafes, community centres, parks, etc.) hold for these women. This is connected to a larger Quality of Life study where a survey has been conducted in different parts of the city. I am looking for women to participate in this project who are single mothers or single elderly women, who live in the central-east lower city of Hamilton (generally the area around the Stadium, between Wentworth and Gage streets and north of Main). My hope is that the results of this research will be communicated to the neighbourhood and city at large, that the voices of these women may be heard and that their input can contribute to community development and planning efforts in the neighbourhood and city.

Participation in this project is completely voluntary, and if you choose to participate you will take part in an interview with me, which would be at a time and place of your choice and no longer than one hour in length. In the interview conversation, I will ask you questions about how you feel about your neighbourhood, your likes and dislikes, and about your favourite places or those you visit often. You will have a chance to share some stories about these places, and also to sketch a map of your neighbourhood that highlights the common spaces and other places in your neighbourhood that matter to you.

12b. My name is Yui Hashimoto, and I am a Masters student in the Human Geography program at McMaster University. I moved to Hamilton last September from Minneapolis-St. Paul, Minnesota and have come to love Hamilton as my new home!

For my research, I am looking at single moms' experiences of accessing food, whether through grocery stores, convenience stores, farmers' markets, food banks, and other community-based food services and programs like free meal programs and school nutrition programs. I am interested in understanding how mothers access different food resources -- in terms of, for example, transit, how mothers make decisions about buying/obtaining food, how mothers hear about different programs and service -- and how their neighbourhood influences where and how they get food.

My research is a part of a larger Quality of Life project in Hamilton (along with Jeanette's research). I became interested in this topic because I am interested in why and how food banks and other emergency food measures came to become such a prominent feature in our cities. As a geographer, I'm also interested in understanding how mothers experience their neighbourhoods, the journeys they take to obtaining food, and the everyday challenges they overcome to provide food for themselves and their families. Through this research, I hope the women's voices and input can inform improvements to community-based services and programs/emergency food system, as well as influence neighbourhood development efforts through the City of Hamilton and the neighbourhoods.

Participation in my study is completely voluntary and interviews so far have taken between 45 minutes to an hour. I am looking to interview single mothers of any age with younger children who live roughly between Wentworth and Gage (west to east) and Main to the Lake (south to north). If mothers choose to participate, they can get in touch with me to set up a time and a place that is convenient for them. I will be asking questions about different aspects of obtaining food for their families like the different journeys that they take to obtaining food, different modes of transportation, why mums use certain services and not others, how food retail and services/programs can improve, and whether food they obtain is acceptable and of good quality. After the interview I will also be asking mothers to draw the places that they obtain food and the journeys that they take to get there.
